OUTFITS

Neutrals, Neutrals, Neutrals! In my opinion, neutrals are a great
place to begin! That way no one clashes with the landscape, or each
other. Some brides enjoy wearing white, others black... When
planning your engagement session outfits, consider your wedding
color palettes; that’s always a great place to start too. At the end of
the day, wear whatever you feel confident in!

Couples often choose one casual and one dressier/date night option.
Be sure to choose options you are comfortable moving around in and
make you feel beautiful!
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There are definitely tips and tricks to make your
wedding day flow as smoothly as possible. Prior to the
wedding, I have my clients fill out a questionnaire &
we will work with your venue to nail down a
photography timeline specific to your big day.

BRIDE & PARTY GETTING READY

Ideal Time Allotment: 60-120 minutes

Ideal Time: Morning - Early Afternoon

Ideal Location: Bedroom, Staged Room, Outside

At this time, I will capture the bride’s portraits along
with all of the detail shots. Please be sure to bring the

dress/veil, jewelry, flowers, accesories, perfume,
invite suite, ete.

FIRST LOOK PRIOR TO THE CEREMONY

This is always a big question I receive from clients. The decision to have a first
look prior to the ceremony just depends on you and your fiancé. There are
definitely a few benefits to seeing each other before the ceremony. Often for the
groom, it is easier to be in the moment and allow their true emotions to show
when seeing their bride for the first time (without an audience of wedding guests).

As a couple, you can take a few moments to be alone with each other - as you
won't have many of those throughout the day. Having a first look allows the
opportunity to capture your couple portraits before the ceremony, when your hair
and makeup is fresh, and reduces the amount of time that guests need to wait to
get to the reception.

CEREMONY FIRST LOOK

Many couples opt for the more traditional first look - seeing each other when the
bride is coming down the aisle. There are benefits to this option too! Not having a
first look means you may be able to start getting ready a little later in the day. It
also will allow your couple portraits to be taken closer to sunset, when the lights is
a little softer.

One thing to note is that with this more traditional choice, you will typically have
to complete family portraits, full wedding party portraits, and romantics all before
your reception grand entrance. Often this dosn’t offer much time for you and your
partner to soak in private moments before family photo chaos begins.
